ORGANOPHOSPHATE

FIRST AID TREATMENT : Call a doctor (physician), clinic, or hospital immediately.
Explain that the victim has been exposed to Phorate and describe his condition.

IF BREATHING HAS STOPPED, start artificial respiration immediately and maintain
until doctor sees victim.

IF SWALLOWED, call a physician or poison control center. Drink 1 or 2 glasses of
water and induce vomiting by touching back of throat with finger, or if available, by
administering syrup of ipecac. DO NOT INDUCE VOMITING OR GIVE ANYTHING
BY MOUTH TO AN

UNCONSCIOUS PERSON.

IN CASE OF CONTACT, immediately flush eyes or skin with plenty of water for at
least 15 minutes. See doctor immediately.
